1.0 Definition and formula

1.1 DEFINITION

The European Quad Trophy is a regularity race, @gemll ground, mud floor and woods.
Natural technical difficulties are searched for.

The circuit allows relaxing times in the piloting.

The length of the circuit is minimum 3.000ms.

Widths are adapted on the site.

The average width will be between 8 to 10 ms.

2.0 Admission and registration

2.1 ADMISSION
All the quads were admitted. BQR regulation way agply.
One quad per pilot
Pilots must be holders of a BQR (Belgian Quad Rgaiace license.
Those who are not licensed
can locally obtain a license for one day to thegof 25 Euros.

- OBLIGATORY : For pilots under eighteen years : agmdal agreement, authentified
by officials authorities of the subscriber abodéhef pilot is a must
minimum age for pilots :

3.0 RACE REGULATION

3.1 RECEPTION, TECHNICAL CHECKING, TIMING
a) - Reception
- Previous registration, attribution and instatiatof the stands (4m x 6m). From Friday 9 July
The stand n° will be attributed following orderrefyistration. Then the firsts registered will baged
at the beginning of the deceleration band.
The pilots must go to the secretary in place tosSswuci in order to submit the inscriptions
formalities . (Friday 9 july from 4:00 pm to 10:@dn and Saturday 10 july from 8.00 am to 11.45
am).
After their inscription, they will receive the back number belonging to each team and
the transpondeur.

b) - Technical checking
Pilots must have past the technical control beémtering the circuitor the Warm-up.




Only the vehicles in order with the regulation b&tBQR (http://www.bgr.be) will be admitted to
participate in the competition. The quad will haverves block, adorns chain, circuit-cut, foams
protection on the handlebar and a number pladeedback and at the front of the quad. Exhaust box :
maximum 95 decibel.

To enter on the track, the martingale of the ctrcut must be attached to the pilot, or at his tvos
at his belt and also to the machine.

c) - Official timing
An indicative timing will be published in the regtibn of the race. Official timing of the compaetiti
will be published and can be adapted to the cirtantes.

3.2 FREE TESTS
They are obligatory (min. 2 laps).
The riders are free speed on the circuit for tests.
The tests will be organized, ex. from 02.00 pm2d0 pm -- free and timed tests.
Missing pilots for the training will be placed ihet last position on the gridline (except previous
agreement with the race direction).

3.3 EVOLUTION OF THE RACE

a) - Gridline
Start style « Le Mans »
Starting gridline will be indicated on the star¢ar
Pilots will be placed on this gridline in ordertbe time they have made or by indication
Pilots will be put their vehicle in order followirthis above-mentioned timing.
Engine stopped and cut-circuit on the pilot.
The following starwill be based on classification of the forgoingesgion.
After arrival, pilots must drive immediately thajuads to the enclose area, also quads who have
failure in the stands.
(Any interventions or revisions are allowed).
On demand of the starter :
- pilots will go immediately to the start and to pissition. Pilots behind time cannot take place
on the gridline. Their will be placed in the endtoé gridline.
- The second quad and quads who have failure witiumehing at the enter of the stands. Their
will be rejoin her stands a soon as the start ®féte.

b) - Orders of the starter.

By order of the starter “pilots in place”, ridersllwegain the side of the opposed track to their
machine.

They will hold in their hand a rope which delintiietcircuit at this place.

No mechanical help, refuelling or other assistandkebe permitted on the pre-grid and the starting
line.

C) - Starting procedure
Green flag indicates, « pilots ready, accompanisiof race-track »,
Immediately after 12 strokes of Big Bengan-shotwill be resound., sign of start.

d) - Entry and exit of the circuit
Stand access : only at the pit-lane, to travers$allabick speed entirely.

e) — Change of pilot and relay.



The quad will be parked in the stand, perpenditptarthe pit-lane. Any pilot on the quad and emgin
off.

Any change of rider will be OBLIGATORY executedthé stand and not on the pit-lane.

For the security of everyone, each team must masession of an extinguisher of 3kg.minim. (5kg
wished).

This one will be showed before the race to the @edesignated by the organiser. Only authorized
supply material can be used.

Supply in fuelonly in the stand, no pilot on the quad and cut engine. The heath®fstand will
provide himself with the extinguisher during thescgttion..

Smoking is prohibited in the stands.

To preserve the area, each team will be carefavtaed any gasoline prohibition or olil infiltration.
Prohibition to use any high-pressure engine andhaay source in the enclosure reserved to the crew.

f) - Stop of the race of a team member, return tothte stand

* The pilot is able to return his quad to the sthidself.

He can’t disturb the other quads in any way andtrgive them priority (if not, penalties)

* The pilot can't return his quad himself

. If he can’t do it himself, his meccano (max 2y ¢teelp him.

He must immediately leave the circuit to the sthgdhe shortest way under supervision of the race
commissioner.

g) - Interruption of the race.

- In case of interruption of the race because oidgnts, race commissioners show yellow fixed flags

« interdict from overtake, pilots must remain behihe safety-car until it leaves the track, on pain

penalty”. The race director show the white flaghalgtters « SQ ». The Safety Quad go in the track

and pilots must be ride after him till it go backthe stands. Pilots don’t go to their stalls.

The exit of the pits will be closed (red flag) @®s as it gets on the track.

During the neutralization of the race, the machesstay in the pits. Then they will get in a

single file at the exit of the pit lane and couldyoget on the track under the orders of the mdiisha

after the “SQ” passes the timing post. The exihefpit lane will be closed.

The riders who are still on the pit lane will hawewait the next passage of the « SQ ».

However it is still prohibited to pass the « SQas antil it leaves the track and go back to itskpar

site.

As soon as the “SQ” leaves the track, the exithef pit lane will be opened again. Each lap made

when the « SQ » is on the track is counted as.a lap

- If the race must be stopped with a red flag,tpitaust go back in the runners park (not in their
stands).

- Interruption _less than 20’ timing of each race of 3 hours will be respdcte

- Interruption_more than 20’timing can be shorted.

The directory will indicate the remaining race-time

h) - End of the race and/or time out.

- 30" before the end of each race, a indicative bealidoe showed by the race directory.

- 10’ before the end of each race, a second boardeshowed.

When the time is up, the race will be stopped lylttack and white flag.

- At the end of the first time slot, all the quaddlwe placed in the closed park, supervised by
vigils during the time of neutralization
If a pilot had been suddenly wounded at the timéheflast turn and were unable himself to
bring back his machine, it can be made help, bgcdmpanying and a commissioner, to place
his quad in closed park
Repairs in progress in the stands will be stoppedame of the pilots will lead the quad to the
closed park, accompanied by a police chief. Thehinacwill leave the closed park only to
the setting out of grid and will be immobilized a&ypolice chief at the entrance of stands.
At the beginning of the race, the crew will be afgigoin his stand and repairs will be able to
begin again.



i) - Classification

- The team having done the highest number of lappoevdeclared the winner of “European Quad
Trophy”.

- Pilots who have done the same number of lapsheiltlassified following their arrival in the last

lap.

- The last lap will be not counting for the teamonpassed the starting line 10 minutes late on the

first.

BE CAREFUL, only riders who will crossed the finishline of the final heat, within the 10

minutes after the squared flag being lowered will b ranked.
